Proposed Rule (PR) 1425 would apply to any facility that operates film cleaning and printing equipment and uses perchloroethylene or solvents containing perchloroethylene to process motion picture film.  The purpose of PR 1425 is to reduce the overall quantity of perchloroethylene emissions from film cleaning and printing operations by 85 percent.  The proposed rule would allow affected facilities to comply by:  1) installing add-on controls; 2) using alternative solvents for film cleaning; 3) reducing the facility-wide amount of perchloroethylene emissions to a level that would be equivalent to what would occur if the facility had complied with the 85 percent minimum overall emission reduction requirements; or 4) taking a facility-wide enforceable emission cap to limit the quantity of perchloroethylene emissions.  The proposed compliance dates would be in 2002 or 2003, depending on the type of equipment and the compliance method.  While the project will generate a direct air quality benefit of reducing 27.5 tons of perchloroethylene per year, indirect impacts to air quality; energy; hazards and hazardous materials; hydrology/water quality; solid/hazardous waste; and transportation/traffic will result but will be less than significant.

Findings of Exemption:  The SCAQMD, as lead agency, prepared an Environmental Assessment (EA) for the project that includes an initial study which concluded that the project would have no significant direct or indirect adverse effects on plant or animal life or the habitat upon which they depend.  The Draft EA for the project was circulated for a 30-day public review and comment period.  No comment letters were received on the Draft EA to refute this conclusion.  

The SCAQMD declares that when considering the record as a whole, there is no evidence before the agency to indicate that the proposed project will have the potential for an adverse effect on wildlife resources or the habitat upon which the wildlife depends.  By improving air quality, the proposed project will have a beneficial effect on wildlife resources and their habitats.  On the basis of substantial evidence, the SCAQMD has rebutted the presumption of adverse effect contained in §753.5 (d), Title 14, CCR.

Certification:  I hereby certify that the lead agency has made the above findings and that, based upon the initial study and hearing record, the project will not individually or cumulatively have an adverse effect on wildlife resources, as defined in §711.2 of the Fish and Game Code.
