Project Location(s):  The Coachella Valley is located in the central portion of Riverside County, and is a subregion of the Salton Sea Desert Air Basin (SSAB).  The 2002 CVSIP focuses on the Coachella Valley as surrounded by Banning Pass to the north, by the Riverside/Imperial county boundary lines to the south, by the San Jacinto mountains to the west, and by the San Bernardino mountains to the east.   

Project Description:  Under Title I of the Clean Air Act (CAA), EPA sets limits on how much of a particular pollutant can be present in the air for any given location within the United States.  EPA, states, and local governments are required under the CAA to implement measures to prevent and control air pollution, with significant responsibility resting with the states.  The major mechanisms used to attain the standards in individual areas are typically contained in a SIP.  The 2002 CVSIP updates, carries forward, and incorporates all control measures not adopted from the previous Coachella Valley PM10 SIPs to address the recent rise in PM10 levels above the national ambient air quality standards for PM10 and forestall a notice of failure to attain.

This is to advise that the South Coast Air Quality Management District (SCAQMD) as Lead Agency for the above described project has made the following determinations regarding the proposed 2002 CVSIP:

1. The Addendum to the Final ND was prepared and certified for this project by the SCAQMD on September 13, 2002 pursuant to the provisions of CEQA.

2. The Addendum to the Final ND concluded that the proposed project would not have a significant effect on the environment.

3. Pursuant to Public Resources Code §21108 or §21152 the SCAQMD as Lead Agency is filing this Notice of Determination. 

4. Mitigation measures were not made a condition of the approval of this project because no mitigation measures were required.  A monitoring program under PRC §21081.6 was not adopted for this project.

5. A Statement of Findings and a Statement of Overriding Considerations were not adopted for this project.

Findings of Exemption:  An Addendum to the Final ND was prepared pursuant to the requirements of CEQA.  The Addendum was not required to be circulated for public review (CEQA guidelines §15164 (c))  The Addendum to the Final ND concluded that the proposed project would have no direct or indirect effects on wildlife resources or the habitat upon which the wildlife depends.  Further, no secondary adverse impacts to plant and animal life were identified that would result from the project.  

The SCAQMD as Lead Agency for the proposed project has found that, when considering the record as a whole, there is no evidence that the proposed project will have the potential for adverse effects on wildlife resources or the habitat upon which wildlife depends. Accordingly, based upon the preceding information, the SCAQMD has, on the basis of substantial evidence, rebutted the presumption of adverse effect contained in Section 753.5 (d), Title 14, California Code of Regulations.

Certification:  I hereby certify as the decision maker for the Lead Agency, that the SCAQMD has made the above findings of fact for this project, and based upon the SCAQMD’s consideration of the Addendum to the Final ND, the project will not individually or cumulatively have adverse effects on wildlife resources, as defined in Section 711.2 of the Fish and Game Code.
