Project Description:  SCE proposes to install selective catalytic reduction (SCR) equipment on six of its existing electric generators.  SCR would be used to reduce nitrogen oxide (NOx) emissions as part of SCE’s overall plan to meet declining facilitywide NOx emission limits required by the SCAQMD’s Regional Clean Air Incentives Market (RECLAIM) Program, and to meet the command and control objectives of Rule 2009.  

Findings of Exemption:  A Final ND was prepared pursuant to the requirements of CEQA.  The Draft ND, which included an initial study, was released for a 30-day review and comment period.  The ND concluded that the proposed project would have no direct or indirect effects on wildlife resources or the habitat upon which the wildlife depends.  Further, no secondary adverse impacts to plant and animal life were identified that would result from the project.  No public comments were received refuting the conclusions of no significant adverse impacts to wildlife resources contained in the ND.

The SCAQMD as the Lead Agency for the proposed project has found that, when considering the record as a whole, there is no evidence that the proposed project will have a potential for adverse effects on wildlife resources or the habitat upon which wildlife depends.  Accordingly, based upon the preceding information, the SCAQMD has, on the basis of substantial evidence, rebutted the presumption of adverse effect contained in Section 753.5 (d), Title 14, California Code of Regulations.
