Enclosed please find two copies of the Notices of Decision for the documents prepared for proposed amended Rules (PARs) 403 – Fugitive Dust, 403.1 – Supplemental Fugitive Dust Control Requirements for Coachella Valley Sources, and 1186 – PM10 Emissions from Paved and Unpaved Roads, and Livestock Operations; and Proposed Rule (PR) 1470 – Requirements for Stationary Diesel-Fueled Internal Combustion and Other Compression Ignition Engines. Project Description: The SCAQMD is proposing fuel use specifications, operating requirements and emission standards for new stationary diesel engines less than or equal to 50 brake horsepower (installed after January 1, 2005), as well as new and in-use (existing) stationary diesel engines greater than 50 brake horsepower (installed prior to January 1, 2005). Finally, PR 1470 establishes recordkeeping, reporting and monitoring requirements; compliance schedules; test methods; and exemptions for specific engines.  
Findings of Exemption:  The SCAQMD, as lead agency, prepared an Environmental Assessment (EA) for the proposed project that includes an initial study, which concluded that the proposed project would have no significant direct or indirect adverse effects on plant or animal life or the habitat upon which they depend.  The Draft EA for the project was circulated for a 30-day public review and comment period.  No comment letters were received on the Draft EA.  

The SCAQMD declares that when considering the record as a whole, there is no evidence before the agency to indicate that the proposed project will have the potential for an adverse effect on wildlife resources or the habitat upon which the wildlife depends.  By improving air quality, the proposed project will have a beneficial effect on wildlife resources and their habitats.  On the basis of substantial evidence, the SCAQMD has rebutted the presumption of adverse effect contained in §753.5 (d), Title 14, CCR.

Certification:  I hereby certify that the lead agency has made the above findings and that, based upon the Final EA and hearing record, the project will not individually or cumulatively have an adverse effect on wildlife resources, as defined in §711.2 of the Fish and Game Code.
