The coating category of fire-retardant coatings will be eliminated and those coatings will be subject to the VOC content limit of the coating category this particular type of coating is normally classified as (i.e., primer, sealer, flat, nonflat).  The delay in emission reductions is expected to exceed the SCAQMD’s significance threshold and, thus, generate a significant impact on air quality.

Project Description: The proposed amendments to Rule 1113 will allow the coating manufacturers to use tertiary butyl acetate as an exempt solvent to formulate industrial maintenance coatings only, including zinc-rich industrial maintenance primers.  PAR 1113 also establishes a new high-gloss subcategory of nonflat coatings and postpones the 50 grams per liter (g/l) final VOC content limit by one year to July 1, 2007 for those nonflat high gloss coatings. Findings of Exemption:  The SCAQMD, as lead agency, prepared a Environmental Assessment (EA) for the proposed project that includes an initial study, which concluded that the proposed project would have no significant direct or indirect adverse effects on plant or animal life or the habitat upon which they depend.  The Draft EA for the project was circulated for a 45-day public review and comment period.  Two comment letters were received on the Draft EA, but no comments were received on the analysis or conclusions with regards to biological impacts from the proposed project.  

The SCAQMD declares that when considering the record as a whole, there is no evidence before the agency to indicate that the proposed project will have the potential for an adverse effect on wildlife resources or the habitat upon which the wildlife depends.  By improving air quality, the proposed project will have a beneficial effect on wildlife resources and their habitats.  On the basis of substantial evidence, the SCAQMD has rebutted the presumption of adverse effect contained in §753.5 (d), Title 14, CCR.

Certification:  I hereby certify that the lead agency has made the above findings and that, based upon the Final SEA and hearing record, the project will not individually or cumulatively have an adverse effect on wildlife resources, as defined in §711.2 of the Fish and Game Code.
