Project Description: Proposed Rule 410 establishes requirements for transfer stations and material recovery facilities (MRFs) handling municipal solid waste.  The purpose of the proposed rule is to provide a preventative approach to reduce odors from transfer stations and MRFs. Findings of Exemption:  The SCAQMD, as lead agency, prepared a Final EA for the project, which includes an initial study, which concluded that the project would have no significant direct or indirect adverse effects on plant or animal life or the habitat upon which they depend.  The Draft EA for the project was circulated for a 30-day public review and comment period.  Four comment letters were received on the Draft EA.  None of the comment letters refuted this conclusion.  

The SCAQMD declares that, when considering the record as a whole, there is no evidence before the agency to indicate that the proposed project will have the potential for an adverse effect on wildlife resources or the habitat upon which the wildlife depends.  By improving air quality, the proposed project will have a beneficial effect on wildlife resources and their habitats.  On the basis of substantial evidence, the SCAQMD has rebutted the presumption of adverse effect contained in §753.5 (d), Title 14, CCR.
