Compliance with PR 1472 would alsargt diesel-fueled internal combustion enginestixtat affected
facilities from risk reduction requirements of Rulé02. The Draft PEA concluded that the proposegepts could
potentially generate adverse air quality impactsnduconstruction, but the impacts would not bendigant. The Draft
PEA also concluded that no other environmentalctagpeas would be significantly adversely affectgdhe proposed
project.
