Funding Needed 5

Assuming all reductions in “Further Deployment’ come from incentives:

Accelerated early deployment of zero and near-zero technologies for mobile and
stationary sources

significant expansion of existing financial incentive programs needed

Mobile source Emission Reduction (e.qg., on-road, off-road, federal sources) Estimated
Total Funding Range - 10 to $12 Billion over next 15 yrs

Stationary source Emission Reduction (e.g., commercial and residential appliances)
Estimated Total Funding Range - $1 to $2 Billion over next 15 yrs

~ $1 billion/year
