
PROPOSED 2002 CVSIP APPENDIX E

(An Addendum to the Final 2002 CVSIP dated June 25, 2002)

2003 MILESTONE YEAR TARGET AND EMISSION BUDGETS

NOTE:  After the adoption of the 2002 CVSIP on June 21, 2002, U.S. EPA requested additional information for an intermediate milestone year in order for them to complete action on the 2002 CVSIP submittal.  The new Appendix E of the 2002 CVSIP provides the emission reductions, the interim milestone year emission target, and emission budgets (for transportation conformity) at the end of the interim milestone year of 2003.  It is an addendum to the 2002 CVSIP (dated June 25, 2002).  This addendum is scheduled for consideration by the AQMD Governing Board at a public hearing at its September 13, 2002 meeting.

INTRODUCTION

This Appendix discusses the following:

· U.S. EPA request for intermediate milestone information after 2002 CVSIP adoption;

· Interim milestone year reductions by control measures;

· Milestone target at the end of the intermediate milestone year; 

· Emission budgets for transportation conformity at the end of the intermediate milestone year; and

· The 2003 CVSIP.

U.S. EPA Request for intermediate milestone information

The 2002 CVSIP was approved by the AQMD Governing Board on June 21, 2002.   On June 26, 2002, U.S. EPA staff indicated that additional information about an intermediate milestone would be necessary for them to complete action on the 2002 CVSIP submittal (see Exhibit E-1).  Although AQMD staff believes that information in the 2002 CVSIP, including the adoption and implementation schedule in Chapter 5, is sufficient to ensure progress toward attaining the PM10 standards, this addendum to the 2002 CVSIP has been prepared in response to U.S. EPA staff’s request.  Per the U.S. EPA staff request letter, the year 2003 is selected as an interim milestone year and emissions are reported as those achieved at the end of 2003, based on the adoption/implementation schedule in the 2002 CVSIP (dated June 25, 2002).  The addendum does not alter the substance of the 2002 CVSIP, including the emissions inventories, control measure descriptions, or adoption / implementation dates and commitments.  The milestone information for the attainment year 2006 remains unchanged and as presented in the Chapters 3 and 5 of the 2002 CVSIP.  

interim milestone year reductions by control measures

The 2003 baseline inventory is shown in Chapter 3, Table 3-5. The full implementation of CV BCM-1 “Construction and Earth-Movement Activities” would results in 1.92 tons/day of emissions reductions. [Additional on-site construction dust control will reduce emissions in the construction category (0.78 tons/day) and enhanced track-out controls will reduce entrained paved road dust (1.14 tons/day).]  However, since the adoption date of the local ordinances can be as late as October 2003, and the control measure adoption by the AQMD may not occur until the end of the year, only 50% combined ordinance/rule penetration is assumed by the end of 2003 for this reasonable further progress interim milestone assessment.  As noted in Chapter 3 of the 2002 CVSIP, no annual average emission reductions can be assumed for 2003, but for the purposes of a reasonable further progress determination in the interim milestone year, 0.96 tons/day of reductions are anticipated at the end of 2003 as the result of implementation of CV BCM –1 with a 50% combined ordinance/rule penetration by that time.  As discussed in Chapter 3, other control measures will have incremental emission reductions beginning in 2004 with full implementation expected by 2006.  Table E-1 represents an overview of the 2002 CVSIP control measures and the corresponding emission reduction commitments at the end of 2003.

Interim milestone target

The interim milestone year emission target for the Coachella Valley is based on expected emission reductions by the end of 2003.  The 2002 CVSIP interim milestone year target is shown in Table E-2.  Emissions at the end of 2003 are less than the 2000 baseline emissions and demonstrate progress toward the attainment levels in 2006.

Transportation Conformity Emission Budgets for the Interim Milestone Year

40 CFR Part 93 requires that emission budgets for criteria air pollutants be specified in the SIP for milestone years.   Table E-3 provides the emission budgets after implementation of the 2002 CVSIP controls at the end of the interim milestone year (2003), consistent with the applicable requirements for reasonable further progress and attainment [40 CFR 93.118(e)(4)(iv)], and the U.S. EPA letter in Exhibit E-1.  Table E-3 compliments Table 3-8 of the 2002 CVSIP, which reports annual average emissions that take no emission reduction credit in 2003.

2003 CVSIP

As noted above, the AQMD made a SIP commitment in the 2002 CVSIP Board Resolution to revise the 2002 CVSIP in 2003 to reflect, at a minimum, the latest approved version of EMFAC and the latest approved planning assumptions.  The 2003 CVSIP will include revised interim milestone emissions and emission budgets for transportation conformity. In addition, a different interim milestone year may be selected, due to the change in the planning cycle.  Upon approval of the 2003 CVSIP by the AQMD Governing Board, it will be submitted to CARB and the U.S. EPA for approval and inclusion as a SIP revision, replacing the milestone year information and emission budgets of this 2002 CVSIP.

Dear D}Ghﬁg:

We are writing in response to your request for written clarification regarding your options
for addressing the milestone year requirement applicable to the Coachella Valley 2002 PM-10
State Implementation Plan.

You may select for the milestone year 2003, 2004, or 2005. If you select 2003, you may
credit projected emission reductions that would result from the implementation of upgraded
control measures at the end of the year. The total primary PM-10 emissions level in the
nonattainment area must be quantified for the milestone year, along with the total amount of PM-
10 emission reductions below the base year inventory (i.e., 2000) attributable to all of the control
measures in the plan. The plan must specify and commit to the emission reductions for the
milestone year from each control measure, in the same way that the plan currently commits to
achieve emission reductions in the attainment year. Also, the mobile source emission budget
contained in the plan should reflect the emission reductions achieved by the milestone year (i.e.,

. reductions at the end of the year).

I want to assure you that, if the Governing Board adopts these changes at its September
13" hearing, we intend to have our proposed action on the plan ready for signature closely
following the September public hearing schedule and we expect to complete our rulemaking on
the plan shortly after the close of our public comment period. Thus, we anticipate taking final
action on the attainment date extension for the Coachella area on the schedule we have been
discussing with you, i.e., during the middle or toward the end of November.
